2019 was another year of growth
and change for OURF. During the
first half of the year, OURF
maintained its funding commitments
to the Orangutan Caring Scholarship
and the Mobile Education &
Conservation Unit programs.

& Twenty-two new multi-year

~ scholarships were awarded during
ceremonies | attended in three cities: Palangka Raya
(Central Kalimantan), Ketapang (West Kalimantan), and
Banda Aceh (Aceh, Sumatra). We have now awarded 172
scholarships and over 100 students have graduated to
become advocates for this keystone species.

During the second half of 2019, we saw the transition of our
field operations from the Orangutan Caring Foundation to
the Sustainable Green Sumatra Foundation as OURF shifts to
a strategy of supporting potentially multiple Indonesian
conservation organizations as they develop the skills needed
to become independent. By investing in such capacity-

building over a finite period, we will enable the creation of a
larger constellation of locally managed conservation
education groups that can work effectively with small
communities around the Leuser Ecosystem. Moving such
communities towards a sustainable and thriving lifestyle
while reducing the human-wildlife conflict via conservation
education is the key to the long-term protection of the
nearby forests and the wildlife.

Finally, we continue to serve as the US chapter of The
Orangutan Project and funded over US$350,000 in 2019 to
organizations and projects other than OURF. As TOP-USA,
we can expand our mission in a way that strengthens our
efficacy in guaranteeing a future for orangutans throughout

their range.

2019 Brings Change to OURF-funded Field Operations in Sumatra

OUREF has always encouraged the formation of Indonesian-
led environmental education organizations because the
future of Indonesian ecosystem sustainability belongs to the
Indonesian people. For over 10 years, OURF supported the
creation and operation of the Orangutan Caring Foundation
(YPOI) and its Mobile Education and Conservation Unit
(MECU) to protect the Leuser Ecosystem, a globally
recognized UNESCO treasure. Through MECU, the educators
and conservationists of YPOI provided much-needed
education and training to villagers and farmers with the
intent of not only reducing human-wildlife conflict but
improving villagers' livelihood. This, in turn, has also
improved the outlook for orangutans in the Bukit Lawang
area because as the villagers embrace the conservation
ideals there are fewer conflicts with wildlife.

Recently, YPOI expressed its desire to be independent of
OURF funding which gave us the opportunity to partner with
a new budding organization, YSHL. This group includes some
of the same staff members that were at YPOI, and thus we
have been able to continue our mission and programs in the
same villages as with YPOI. In this way, our Q-4 activities
started by MECU were able to be completed by YSHL.

OUREF will provide advice and encourage YSHL to seek
diverse funding rather than depend upon the philanthropy
of OURF exclusively. Over time, OURF expects that YSHL will
build its capacity to a point where OURF will be able to
provide seed funding and support to new organizations in
other parts of Indonesia where orangutans and wildlife
remain in need of more local advocacy.

THE ORANGUTAN CARING SCHOLARSHIP

PROGRAM & OCS RESEARCH SYMPOSIUM

By the end of this award period, OURF has given
out 172 multi-year scholarships in the fields of
biology, forestry and veterinary science. Over
one-hundred have graduated and are working for
NGOs, government, the private sector or
continuing their studies.

This unique, competitive scholarship program is
the only one of its kind to provide tuition and
research funding to students in the name of the
orangutan.

Funding for the scholarships have come from The
Orangutan Project, the Andrew Sabin Family
Foundation, and numerous individuals.

OURF thanks our Indonesian partners: Orangutan
Information Centre in Medan, Yayasan Palung in
Ketapang, and Borneo Nature Foundation in
Palangka Raya for implementing this program.

ORANGUTAN CARING SCHOLARSHIP-STUDENT SUPPORT PROGRAM

In late 2019, OURF launched an innovative online
support program intended to help Indonesian
youth become conservation educators.

The Orang Utan Republik Foundation (OURF), in
conjunction with The Orangutan Project (TOP),
announced a holiday launch of the Student Spon-
sorship Program, an e-certificate gifting platform
that enables anyone to easily support OURF’s
Orangutan Caring Scholarship (OCS) program by
becoming a Scholarship Guardian.

Potential donors can learn about six exceptional
students who represent the entire scholarship
program. The students were nominated by the
implementing organizations that locally promote
and manage the OCS.

Patterned after the orangutan adoption pro-
grams, funds collected by this program will be
used to support all of the students who are re-
ceiving fiscal support.

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ORANGUTAN CARING WEEK

Since establishing Orangutan Caring Week in 2006, OURF
has directed the growth of this annual event, which has
expanded to become a global opportunity for zoos,
orangutan organizations and other groups to promote the
species and its plight, in a special week. By creating a
"critical mass" of support during the week, media
attention is focused on the issues facing the orangutan.

In 2019, the theme of the week was “Respecting the
Rights of Critically Endangered Species.” The theme opens
up the conversation of consideration of basic rights for
critically endangered wildlife like orangutans whose lives
and habitat should be given the guarantee of legal
protection to ensure their long-term survival free from
unnecessary captivity and torture with a right to life in a
sovereign forest home.

Moving to sustainable land management practices and
strict law enforcement will be key to the long-term
survival of orangutans and other wildlife that depend on
forest habitat.

During Orangutan Caring Week, dozens of organizations
participated in having these discussions around the world.
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HONORING EXCEPTIONAL LEADERS

OURF honors environmental achievement and sustained support of orangutan conservation by awarding the Pongo
Environmental Award each year. Recipients come from various fields of endeavor including the nonprofit, for profit,
and entertainment worlds. 2019 marked our fifth Pongo Environmental Awards event. Our recipients were:

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IMPACTING POLICY ON THE RSPO

OURF joined the Roundtable on Sustainable Palm Qil (RSPO) in
late 2011 at the request of another orangutan group to amplify
our collective voice on this influential multi-stakeholder
organization. In 2012, 2014, 2017 and 2018 OURF sat at the
table with hundreds of other members at the annual
roundtable and general assembly meetings.

In 2019, OURF maintained its membership, attended the RSPO’s
annual meeting, RT17 in Bangkok, Thailand, and voted at the
General Assembly. The resolutions voted upon at the General
Assembly were not as environmentally impactful in 2019 as
they were in 2018 when the more stringent Principles and

Criteria were added including No Deforestation, No planting on
peat, Fire prevention, and Human and Labor rights.

OURF and its palm oil working group takes the position that it is
better to engage within the process than avoid it to better
ensure that the palm oil industry moves towards sustainability.
Frankly, changing to another vegetable oil would lead to the
degradation of other ecosystems. Abandoning palm oil for
another crop would require more than three times the land
needed to produce the same amount of vegetable oil.

While not perfect, the RSPO provides a process that will better
protect remaining forests and wildlife, including orangutans,
when compared to a “business as usual” approach.
